A messagefrom Rev. Joe Ponic

Someone once told me that women live their lives in a continuous straight line,
while men spend the second half making a wide circle back to the beginning. | think
that OsomeoneO was right. | just returned from a short holiday to Williamsburg, VA to
visit old friends and walk the campus of The College of William and Mary , my alma
mater. The town was founded in 1699 and the College in 1693 so they do have some
history. One day | was standing inthe  Wren Chapel and realized (again) that people
like Jefferson, Washington and James Madison probably stood in this very room over
two centuries ago. Late one night | walked up Duke of Glouster Street, now shorn of
its hoards of August tourists. It was very still and warm and as | passed Bruton Parish
Church | paused to stare over the wall at the graveyard with its 18 th and 19th century
graves. Again a sense of timelessness washed over me and | felt connected to those
nameless people so long gone. As | hurried back dodging an incoming storm |
realized | had taken walks like this fifty years ago when | was an undergraduate here.
Then | was just a kid, now, wellEE.. | beat the rain and when | got home it came to
me that a big part of life is feeling connected on various levels.

Sunday, August 26, as we were worshiping together, | realized that this sense of
connected-ness is not just for here and now, but also for eternity. When we gather as
a community to pray, listen to GodOs word and celebrate the Eucharist we are
engaging in many acts of faith. One of the most important is that we are renewing
our relationship with Jesus and saying yes to the unique friendship each of us has
with Him. In a sense when we become aware of that friendship and that it has been
slowly growing all our lives we gain a deeper awareness of who each of us is. We
are linked to the Lord since we live our faith as best we can. Each of us says yes to
that faith and to Jesus each time we worship here or pray at home quietly or let
GodOs love be seen in us. It doesnOt make any difference if we travel straight ahead
or in an ellipse. What is important is weOre aware that we are connected with the
Lord and with all the other God seekers everywhere.

The Ash's & Habitat for Humanity

Did you know......?

St. James', through Glenn and Adelaide Ash's involvement, has been vitally connected with
'Habitat for Humanity ' since 1991 when the Habitat home building program was first
established in Saskatoon.



In June of this past summer, 2007, a sign-up sheet was posted on the back door of the
church. An appeal for menu items was made and parishioners signed up. On Wednesday, July
11, they dutifully brought their offerings to the church at the appointed hour. A full meal was
assembled. Then an intrepid band of St. Jamesers, directed by Glenn and Adelaide Ash,
wended its way to the west end of 18th Street. A bevy of volunteer construction workers,

along with members of the Habitat home recipients, were hard at work erecting a new house.
Those St. Jamesers, and especially Glenn, were warmly greeted by the construction boss. We
quickly set out the noon lunch consisting of casseroles, (including Marge Parchewsky's
delectable home made pyrogies),veggies, pies and cakes with suitable condiments. The
hungry workers did the meal great justice by digging in with gusto. They gave their hearty
thank yous and a certificate to recognize that St. James' provided the July 11th meal for the
Habitat for Humanity  volunteers was presented. The leftovers were stored for snacks and a
later supper. The merry band, Glenn & Adelaide Ash, Marge Parchewsky, Lorraine Hainworth
and Mary McKay cleaned up the dishes and utensils. The mid July Habitat meal had again
been successfully furnished for the home-building volunteers.

The beauty of this ministry lies in the other services to Habitat that have been undertaken by
the Ashes. Construction Manager Rod Lund, provided the following information:

Glenn served on the Saskatoon Habitat for Humanity =~ Board about 7 or 8 years ago and also
was involved in Habitat's Family Nurturing Committee for a number of years.

Glenn has, on many occasions, shared his carpentry and construction skills along with

Adelaide wielding a paintbrush as volunteer labourers.

This ministry of St. James', initiated and supported by Glenn and Adelaide Ash, is exemplified
in Habitat for Humanity's motto:

Did you know.....?

St. James' youth ministry has its fruition in the future as well as in the present. Sometimes
the 'showing forth' comes many years hence. God calls people to many different ministries at
many different times of their lives. One of St. James' youth of 40 years ago is now entering
the last part of her theological education.

In the July/August 2007 Newsletter there was a short item about Donna Willer, the

daughter of long time faithful parishioners, Ben and Doris Waldron. Donna Willer had just

graduated from Wycliffe College, Toronto School of Theology in the spring of 2007. She is
currently interning at St. George's Anglican Church in Devon, Alberta.

On Sunday, October 1st, 1967 (actually St. James' Diamond Jubilee) the bulletin insert
contained this message:

YOUNG PEOPLE: Miss Donna Waldron, President of our Anglican Youth Movement, would
welcome new members in the organization. The first meeting will be held next Sunday
evening after the service.




It is always a pleasure to visit with Donna when she comes to worship at St. James'. She
always shows joy and enthusiasm.

Through her being called to Christ's ministry, St. James' mission is exempified. That is: To go
into the world to preach the gospel.

Sue Kelsey Circle

Did you know.....?

The downstairs room that is now identified as 'The Art Room' and in recent past 'The Nursery',

was maintained for many years by a circle of the ACW, the Sue Kelseys . Thus, it was named
the 'Sue Kelsey Room'. Sue Kelsey's Testimonial now hangs in the Jessie Miller Room for all to

read. But who were the 'Sue Kelseys' ?

In January of 1949, Rev. Roy Manwaring (rector 1946-'56), invited all the new young women

of St. James' to a meeting at the church hall. He told them of the many opportunities to serve

and suggested that evening groups be formed as circles of the Women's Auxilliary. Eleven

women accepted that challenge. The missionary, Sue Kelsey, became their prayer partner.

Thus the Sue Kelsey's were born. Of those eleven women, Barbara Chaney and Phyllis

Shockey are still parishioners of St. James' . Over the next 50+ years this circle accomplished
a myriad of ministries. In 2003 the group decided to 'disband' as an ACW group but in
acknowledging their bonds of friendship they continued to meet and are now known as 'St.

James' Fellowship Group'.

Their story, along with letters, pictures and write-ups of many St. James' events are encased
in three 'packed to the gills' binders that are stored at Edna Paterson's home. Audrey
McKibbon sorted and assembled the materials into the three binders. Even a brief perusal of
the contents, which details the breadth of their ministries, is simply astounding.

The following list is just a glimpse at their legacy of service:

¥ Communication with prayer partners - Sue Kelsey (St. Bartholemew's hospital, Lytton,
B.C.) - Rev. D.N. Peel (India) -several priest missionaries at Red Pheasant reserve -
Mrs. Bella Wuttinee (Red Pheasant ACW) - Pat Smith *St. J's parishioner's Phil & Vi
Smith's daughter (India & Kenya)

¥ Sponsoring Art Exhibitions and sales

¥ Initiating and Organizing 'Friendly Visits' program for St. James' seniors

¥ Packing & delivering gifts of Christmas shortbread to 'shutins'

¥ Doing 'Harvest Suppers'

¥ Sponsoring and selling Jack Summer's Ballad of St. James', The Good Lord Will Provide.

¥ Maintaining & furnishing the Nursery

¥ Supported Sherry Paterson (Edna & Bob Paterson's daughter-in-law) when she required
& received a heart-lung transplant.

¥ Raising funds to support numerous causes

These talented and dedicated women carried out Roy Manwaring's mandate of having ‘'many
opportunities to serve'to a T. And guess what? They had lot's of fun doing it all. The Sue
Kelsey's are truly a major example of the 'Many Mini Ministries' of St. James' past 100 years.



Sue Kelsey, Anglican Missionary

Did you know....... ?

Sue Kelsey's Testimonial hangs on the East wall of the Jessie Miller Room. Her letters are
stored in a binder cared for by Edna Paterson. From 1949 until her tragic death in 1953 she
was a prayer partner of the WA circle that carried her name. To quote Rt. Rev. William White:
"Sue Kelsey truly was a valiant and faithful servant of Christ."

She served as an Anglican Women's Auxillary Missionary to China from 1924 to 1949. On her

return to Canada she was the Matron and General Supervisor of St. Bartholomew's Hospital at

Lytton, British Columbia. The hospital was administered by the Diocese of Cariboo from 1927
to 1979. It was from there that she wrote letters to her prayer partners.

She was truly an amazing woman. The letters that she wrote told of trials, triumphs, worries
and most importantly her joy in life. The letters are both humbling and inspirational. A
chronology of her life is quite fascinating. World events directly affected her life. Her faith in
Christ governed her whole being.

Sue Kelsey's Life:

¥ Born - Malvern, England - April 20, 1894
¥ Came to Winnipeg, Manitoba with her family as a young girl.
¥ Received her education in Winnipeg graduating with a B.A. degree (remarkable feat for

any woman in the 1910's)

¥ Quialified as a nurse at Winnipeg General Hospital Nursing School

¥ Applied to the Anglican Women's Auxilliary for missionary service overseas

¥ Trained at the Anglican Women's Training College, Toronto

¥ Appointed to the Diocese of Honan, China for service in St. Paul's Hospital, Kweiteh

¥ Sailed to China in 1924 (She was 30 years old.)

¥ Forced by civil war to leave China to serve in India at Kangra's mission hospital

¥ Returned to Kweiteh in 1928 and remained for 10 years

¥ When Japanese troops occupied St. Paul's Hospital, Kweiteh she was held in solitary as
a prisoner in the nurse's residence.

¥ Taken with other missionaries to the internment camp at Wei Hsien, Shantung

¥ Repatriated after 9 months detention on the 1st voyage of the S.S. Gripsholm

¥ 1945 returned to China to serve at the Church Missionary Society hospital at Hangchow

¥ 1946 returned to Kweiteh hospital

¥ 1949 - communist invasion forced her return to Canada

¥ 1949 - posted in Lytton, B.C. & became a prayer partner of the Sue Kelsey WA circle at
St. James', Saskatoon

¥ 1953 - died by accidental drowning in the Fraser River

She was very devout, self-sacrificing, patient and quiet in disposition. Sue Kelsey always
carried with her an atmosphere of one who walked with the Master. Her life and witness in the
Christian faith was an inspiration to those women that formed the Sue Kelsey circle who
worked and worshipped together. As we look back through those years she encourages all of
us in our struggles to follow 'the Way'.
